Today, | am armed. | have a Concealed Carry PdomiDregon and | practice with my carry piece méyntham an US
Air Force veteran and an Army Guard veteran. | Haen trained with pistols and rifles. | shoot skdmost weekly. |
feel that | know this gun ownership issue and wargxpress a concern that | have not heard anglseesuggest nor
have | heard anything that relaxes my feelings atios legislating away my rights to arm and defemybelf. | have
sworn to uphold the Constitution by joining theitaily more times than | have said "I do" in mardgagfeel married to
my country, not my government. | am proud to limeaicountry that has a written document that guaesnus rights. | am
disheartened by all the various groups who wachtnge those rights without proper course of chrangaid
Constitution. They don't try that route becauseaih't be easily changed.

Here's my major concern.... How will this law predtpeople's privacy, my privacy? Is it going tovieere just anyone
selling a gun can call up and ask about the backgt@f any other person?
