The agency did not propose KPM
targets for KPMs #1, #2, #3, #4, and #6. LFO recommends approving the identified targets, which are equal to the KPM targets established for the 2013-15 biennium.
LFO notes that minimal KPM data exist for this agency. The Commission is easily able to track all KPMs, excluding KPM #5, however, the agency did not report data
on KPM #6, and the low number of prosecutions and of cases submitted to the Supreme Court means that the most recent data for KPMs #1 through #4 date back to
2008. The most recent data for KPM #6 also dates back to 2008.
