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Measure Description:
Requires school districts to screen students for risk factors for dyslexia and to ensure specified staff
members receive training related to dyslexia.

Government Unit(s) Affected:
Department of Education, School Districts, Teacher Standards and Practices Commission

Local Government Mandate:
This bill does not affect local governments' service levels or shared revenues sufficient to trigger Section
15, Article Xl of the Oregon Constitution.

Analysis:
