WHAT THE MEASURE DOES: Appropriates moneys out of General Fund for biennium beginning July 1, 2015 to
Higher Education Coordinating Commission (HECC) to be expended for use by Oregon State University (OSU), in
cooperation with University of Oregon (UO), for operation of center for manufacturing and design of advanced wood
products

EFFECT OF COMMITTEE AMENDMENT:
-1 amendments (proposed) allocate moneys from Administrative Services Economic Development Fund rather than
from General Fund. Add preamble.

BACKGROUND: As introduced, Senate Bill 950 proposes to appropriate $3,400,000 out of the General Fund to
HECC, which may be expended for use by the College of Forestry at OSU, in cooperation with UO, to operate a center
for the manufacturing and design of advanced wood products.
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
