Upon arrival, the pleasant, small town high school was filled with shocked and grieving students
and staff. The cafeteria floor, hastily mopped, still showed red streaks of the victim's blood.

We read or hear about gun deaths every day. Whether in a shopping mall, school,
neighborhood or home, | picture the reality of innocent's blood and devastated survivors, the
emotional devastation and grief of family and friends.

As a licensed mental health practitioner, | know that suicide is an impulsive act, a permanent
"solution" to a transient problem. Having to wait even one day for a background check, could
save a life

Each life is precious. Every individual has a contribution to make and if they are lost to needless
gun violence, society is the lessor.

Every day that we don't do what has been proven to help in states that have comprehensive
background checks, means more loss of life. It is time for the legislature to act.
