• Monitor programs and legislation concerning needs of the Black population 
• Identify and research problem areas and issues affecting the Black community and recommend 

actions to the Governor and Legislature 
• Be a community-government liaison for the Black community 
• Encourage Black representation on state boards and commissions 
• Employ an executive director and other staff necessary to carry out its function; may establish
