e Members must all be citizens of Oregon who have a proven commitment to community service and
who have a demonstrated interest in fostering and nurturing citizen involvement as a strategy for
strengthening communities and promoting the ethic of service in all sectors of Oregon

e Members are eligible for reappointment

e Members serve at the pleasure of the Governor



DUTIES AND AUTHORITY: ORS 458.568

Meet at least once every three months

Select chairperson and vice chairperson

Appoint a director to serve at the pleasure of the commission

Develop programs and provide oversight and administration of programs granted to Oregon by the

Corporation for National and Community Service under the National and Community Service Trust

Act of 1993

Prepare state applications to the Corporation for National and Community Service for financial

assistance for state-based service programs

Develop a statewide plan that is designed to meet or exceed the Oregon benchmark on

volunteerism

Develop projects, training methods, curriculum materials and other materials and activities

related to state service programs that receive assistance directly from the Corporation for

National and Community Service

To engage citizens in service and to strengthen communities, create statewide access for all

Oregon citizens to a variety of volunteer opportunities by:

o0 Evaluating the status of volunteerism in the public, private and nonprofit sectors in Oregon

0 Examining methods to strengthen the capacity of volunteer organizations to support citizen
involvement

o0 Educating all citizens about the importance of citizen involvement and voluntary action

Encourage youth and young adults to engage in their communities through voluntary action by:

0 Assisting efforts to inform young Oregonians about opportunities for involvement in the
public, private and nonprofit sectors

o Promoting the value of service learning as an educational strategy in the kindergarten
through higher educational systems

o Collaborating with groups to advocate for youth voice in the public, private and nonprofit
governing structures

Promote recognition of volunteerism and service into the daily operation of public, private and

nonprofit sectors throughout the state by

o0 Promoting a statewide volunteer recognition plan open to all sectors

0 Assisting efforts by Oregon communities to encourage citizen involvement in volunteerism

Adopt rules establishing standards and guidelines for applications for grants and establishing

standards and requirements for administration of programs funded by grants

The commission may establish advisory and technical committees as it considers necessary to aid

and advise in the performance of the commissions functions

Apply for and accept grants, contributions and assistance from any federal, state or local

government agency and any foundation, individual or organization for the purposes of

performance of its duties

The commission shall act in all respects as the successor to the Oregon Commission for National

and Community Service formed in response to the National and Community Service Trust Act of

1993

The commission shall act at all times in compliance with the requirements imposed upon a state

commission by the National and Community Service Trust Act of 1993 in effect at the time of its

creation
