[-A5 amendment]  Broadens applicability to more animals.  Prohibits procedures outright unless medically necessary. 

 

 

BACKGROUND:  “Devocalization” is the severing or removal of an animal’s vocal cords.  Declawing is accomplished 

by removing the last bone at the tip of an animal’s toe.
