ISSUES DISCUSSED:

EFFECT OF COMMITTEE AMENDMENT: No amendment.

BACKGROUND: Under current Oregon law, parties possess certain options for changing their name after getting
married or entering a registered domestic partnership.

House Bill 3015 provides additional options to change one’s name after marriage or after entering a registered domestic
partnership. Specifically, it allows parties the option of taking one last name or a combination of last names of either or
both parties.
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
