Indigent
Disposition is handled by Funeral Service Establishments (funeral homes) and NOT cemeteries. Funeral
homes apply for the indigent disposition reimbursement, cemeteries do not.

My family owned business serves approximately 25% of the roughly 400 indigent disposition services
annually. This is a responsibility that | take very seriously and the Indigent Disposition Fund is very
important to my business. | am resentful of the fact that the Cemetery Association of Oregon wrote this
letter to you as they simply have no horse in this race.
