BACKGROUND:

Stable housing has been shown to be a lynchpin to success in other areas of life. The ability to remain in school;
school performance; the ability to find and maintain employment; work performance; obtaining care for personal
health and wellness; following-through with care for personal health and wellness; maintaining family relationships
and overall family stability — all are improved by stable housing.
