BACKGROUND: In a dramatic 56-50 victory over St. Mary’s Academy, South Salem High School Girls Varsity 

Basketball team won the Oregon School Activities Association (OSAA) Class 6A state championship on March 14, 

2015 for the first time in 39 years.
