Allows court in post-conviction relief proceeding, upon joint motion of the parties, to vacate judgment and order and remand
proceeding to circuit court to reconsider judgment or order. Gives jurisdiction to circuit court to enter revised judgment or order
upon remand.

BACKGROUND:

Currently, there is no mechanism in the law to allow for a settlement of post-conviction relief cases that have been appealed out of
circuit court.
