BACKGROUND:  

  

The Fish and Wildlife Deferred Maintenance Subaccount is established in the Fish and Wildlife Account. Interest earnings on 

moneys in the subaccount are credited to the subaccount with the account principal deriving from funds authorized by the 

Legislative Assembly from the State Wildlife Fund and moneys obtained by gift, grant, bequest or donation from any other public 

or private source. Interest earnings on the principal in the subaccount may be expended only for the maintenance of fish hatcheries 

and State Department of Fish and Wildlife facilities other than administrative facilities located in Salem.  

  

House Bill 2452 abolishes the subaccount and transfers unobligated principal and remaining funds to the Fish and Wildlife Fund. 
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
