WHAT THE MEASURE DOES:
Authorizes creation of sand control districts for purpose of controlling or moving drifting sand. Details authority of sand control

districts and of district boards. Authorizes districts to levy taxes and raise revenue. Authorizes districts to issue general obligation
bonds. Sets limits to general obligation bonds. Adds “sand control district” to definition of “local service district.” Declares
emergency, effective on passage.

o Similarity of sand control districts to snow removal districts
o Need for eminent domain authority
