Analysis:

The scope and depth of analysis, reporting, and budget development by the Oregon Quality Education
Model Modernization Task Force required by the bill is unclear and therefore determining resources and
workload associated with the bill is indeterminate. At a minimum, the Oregon Department of Education
(ODE) will need to provided staffing costs which depends on the scope of the Task Force’s work and will
need to provide travel and other cost reimbursement to some of the Task Force members. Furthermore,
it is not clear if the analysis of the Task Force’s evaluation and budget model, are to be conducted by
Oregon Department of Administrative Services (DAS) and the Legislative Fiscal Office (LFO) jointly or
separately.
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
