WHAT THE MEASURE DOES:
Exempts carbon dioxide emissions from combustion or decomposition of biomass from regulation under certain air

pollution laws unless necessary to implement federal Clean Air Act. Declares emergency, effective on passage.

ISSUES DISCUSSED:

e Previous existence of biomass exemption in administrative rule
e History of Department of Environmental Quality’s permitting program

EFFECT OF COMMITTEE AMENDMENT:
No amendment.

BACKGROUND:
Biomass sources provide about three percent of all energy consumed in the United States. The Department of

Energy estimates that the total energy value of biomass fuel consumed in Oregon was 79 trillion Btu in 2003. This
is about 10 percent of the total amount of non-transportation energy consumed in the state.
