Establishes Task Force on Innovative Housing Strategies for Veterans. Requires report to Legislature by September 15, 2016.

Sunsets December 31, 2016. Declares emergency, effective on passage.

BACKGROUND:
House Bill 3354 establishes the Task Force on Innovative Housing Strategies for Veterans. This task force will examine

alternative housing purchase methods and other cooperative housing strategies. It seeks to develop a plan for implementation,
including designating the state agency or entity responsible for administration, identification of barriers and possible
outcomes, the amount and nature of available and required financial resources, standards for veteran eligibility, and other
factors relevant to evaluating feasibility. The task force will submit a report, which may include recommendations for
legislation, to appropriate committees of the Legislative Assembly no later than September 15, 2016.
