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Measure Description:

Directs Oregon State Lottery Commission, in coordination with Oregon Liquor Control Commission, to
report biennially on distribution and concentration of video lottery game terminals in relation to
socioeconomic status of neighborhoods or communities in which premises of video lottery retailers are
located.

Government Unit(s) Affected:
Oregon Liquor Control Commission (OLCC), Oregon State Lottery

Analysis:
The proposed legislation has been determined to have
