Analysis: This bill shifts the indigent disposition program from Oregon Health Authority (OHA) to the 
Oregon Mortuary and Cemetery Board (OCMB). The Board, through an interagency agreement, is set to 
begin managing these funds for OHA in the 2015-17 biennium. All revenue and claims received are 
passed through via the fund. The monies in the fund are created through the filing fee paid by funeral 
service practitioners for each initial filing of a death record in Oregon.
