WHAT THE MEASURE DOES: 
Authorizes pre-employment polygraph examinations for applicants to law enforcement positions. Prohibits post-employment 

polygraph examinations. Exempts from public records disclosure pre-employment polygraph examinations and the materials 

associated with those examinations.
