technologies. Declares emergency, effective on passage.

BACKGROUND: 
Public Safety Answering Points (PSAPs) field 1.6 million calls annually in Oregon. The current 9-1-1 answering system is 

over 40 years old and has an end-of-service date of June 30, 2017. Current law limits 9-1-1 contact to voice calls only.
