The bill modifies purposes for which moneys may 
distributed for the Oregon Early Reading Program, the Guidance and Support for Post-Secondary 
Aspirations Program, and the Connecting to the World of Work Program. The amount of funding for the 
programs included in this bill will be determined during the deliberations on the budgets for Oregon 
Department of Education and other education agencies.  There may be changes made to the bill as the 
result of these deliberations.
