BACKGROUND:
Shirley E. Kimball has provided outstanding service to individuals with mental health challenges, their families and the state

of Oregon.

She was born on May 27, 1930, and grew up outside of Bothell, Washington, with a strong sense of community and readiness
to support friends and neighbors in need. She married Arthur G. Kimball and together they had five children.

After she received a bachelor’s degree from Linfield College 1974, she became an active volunteer with the local planning
commission, the Yamhill County Democrats and the local advisory board for mental health.
