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Measure Description: 
Requires that portion of surcharge moneys from salmon registration plate program directed to fund 
controlled by Oregon Watershed Enhancement Board be used only for projects to protect or restore 
native salmon habitat or to remove artificial obstructions to native salmon migration.
