WHAT THE MEASURE DOES:

This measure implements statutory changes necesssuipport the 2015-17 legislatively adopted budge to clarify
the application of statutes. This measure, relatrgiate financial administration, is not an appiation bill and
therefore does not include the appropriation ofifuThe measure, however, is necessary to achiesfarced budget
for the 2015-17 biennium. The measure has an emey@tause and is effective on passage.

The fiscal or budgetary impacts of provisions @ theasure are contained in SB 5507 (budget rd@@iiun) and HB
5029 (Lottery Fund allocation) for the 2015-17 Iiieim, or in other specific agency budget measures.

Other Funds transfers provided in this measure eeime in nature and only apply to the 2015-Ehbium, unless
otherwise noted, and are to be made on the effedtite of the measure, unless otherwise noted.

The major provisions, by program area, are:

Education Program Area: Authorizes Education 8talbiund earnings dedicated to pay lottery bont dervice to be
used for Oregon Opportunity Grants when those egsrare not needed to pay debt service ($7.7 milaitery Funds);
repeals language requiring that 40% of the increa&eneral Fund revenue for the 2015-17 biennioetween the
February and May 2015 revenue forecasts) be fothie School Fund; makes changes to the FarmkineSgrant
program; and directs a report if a public univgrsitreases either resident undergraduate tuitiodmaandatory
enrollment fees by more than three percent foR@-2017 academic year.

Human Services Program Area: Transfers Public Byagls Revolving Fund revenues to the General Famgkheral
governmental purposes ($120 million); and moditfesability to make guardianship payments.

Economic and Community Development Program Areandfers liquor surcharge revenue ($14.8 million),

Transportation Program Area: Directs allocatioexiéting funding to the Cornelius Pass Road (Muttah County)
and Verboort and Purdin Roads (Washington County).
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Administration Program Area: Transfers busineggstration fee revenues to the General Fund foergd
governmental purposes ($6.2 million); excludesérgttdebt service allocations from amounts subfeotvtersion to the
Administrative Services Economic Development Fuamd] allows State Library Donation Fund to be distyenvested
in intermediate term investment pool.

Legislative Branch: Extends the sunset on the Fas&e on Capital Construction; extends currentriglated to
legislator and other elected official salary; midifthe Central Government Service Charge; andtdireview of
intermediate term investment statutes.

Judicial Branch: Increases state judge salarighebgame percentage increases granted to managemeaoe
employees in the executive department for cosviolg adjustments; and allows counties to reallecgt to one-half of
General Fund appropriated for county law librat@esonciliation and mediation services in circuiticts.
