It is an editor’s brief statement of the essential features of the
measure as introduced.

Directs Oregon Health Authority to adopt rules that would allow occupational therapists to
participate in primary care provider loan repayment program.

A BILL FOR AN ACT
Relating to loan repayment assistance for primary care providers.
Be It Enacted by the People of the State of Oregon:

SECTION 1. In adopting rules under ORS 413.233 (2)(a), the Oregon Health Authority
shall include as a type of primary care provider who may participate in the primary care
provider loan repayment program individuals who practice occupational therapy, as defined
in ORS 675.210.
