SUMMARY

measure as introduced.

Requires Legislative Assembly to use simulation designed by Legislative Revenue Officer as aid
in making determinations as to efficiency of economic development, tax expenditure and tax incen-
tive programs.

A BILL FOR AN ACT

Relating to evaluating economic development programs.

Be It Enacted by the People of the State of Oregon:

SECTION 1. The Legislative Assembly shall use a simulation designed by the Legislative

Revenue Officer as an aid in making determinations as to the efficiency of economic devel-

opment, tax expenditure and tax incentive programs.

SECTION 2. Section 1 of this 2015 Act becomes operative only if the Legislative Revenue

Officer completes the simulation before December 31, 2015.
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
