Clarifies public purposes for which net proceeds of Oregon State Lottery may be used.

A BILL FOR AN ACT

Relating to lottery games; amending ORS 461.445.

Be It Enacted by the People of the State of Oregon:

SECTION 1. ORS 461.445 is amended to read:

461.445. In establishing its schedule of payments to contractors, the Oregon State Lottery Com-

mission shall undertake to develop a system that maximizes the net revenue to the state for the

public [purpose] purposes described in Article XV, section 4, of the Oregon Constitution, con-

sistent with providing a reasonable rate of return for contractors.
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
