Directs Department of Transportation to take action necessary to ensure that department poli-
cies and activities are implemented in manner that supports enforcement of offense of acting as ve-
hicle dealer without certificate.

A BILL FOR AN ACT

Relating to offense of acting as a vehicle dealer without a certificate.

Be It Enacted by the People of the State of Oregon:

SECTION 1. Section 2 of this 2015 Act is added to and made a part of the Oregon Vehicle

Code.

SECTION 2. In furtherance of imposing penalties on persons who commit the offense of

acting as a vehicle dealer without a certificate under ORS 822.005, the Department of

Transportation shall take action necessary to ensure that department policies and activities

are implemented in a manner that supports enforcement of ORS 822.005.
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
