AN ACT

Relating to the practice of social work; and declaring an emergency.

Be It Enacted by the People of the State of Oregon:

SECTION 1. Section 2 of this 2015 Act is added to and made a part of ORS 675.510 to

675.600.

SECTION 2. (1) The State Board of Licensed Social Workers may adopt rules providing

for:

(a) The temporary licensure of clinical social workers;

(b) The temporary registration of baccalaureate social workers;

(c) The temporary licensure of master’s social workers; and

(d) The temporary certification of clinical social work associates.

(2) The board may establish by rule fees for temporary registration, certification and

licensure under this section.

SECTION 3. This 2015 Act being necessary for the immediate preservation of the public

peace, health and safety, an emergency is declared to exist, and this 2015 Act takes effect

on its passage.
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
