SUMMARY

The following summary is not prepared by the sponsors of the measure and is not a part of the body thereof subject
to consideration by the Legislative Assembly. It is an editor’s brief statement of the essential features of the
measure as introduced.

Directs Legislative Revenue Officer, at request of at least two members of legislative committee,
including at least one member from each major political party, to prepare economic impact state-
ment on measure scheduled for hearing or work session before committee. Requires statement to
describe effect measure would have on Oregon economy.

A BILL FOR AN ACT
Relating to economic impact statements.
Be It Enacted by the People of the State of Oregon:

SECTION 1. Section 2 of this 2015 Act is added to and made a part of ORS 173.025 to
173.055.

SECTION 2. (1) At the request of at least two members of a committee of the Legislative
Assembly meeting in regular or special session, including at least one member from each
major political party, the Legislative Revenue Officer shall prepare an economic impact
statement for a measure that is scheduled for a public hearing or work session before the
committee.

(2) The statement must describe the effect that the measure would, if enacted, have on

the Oregon economy or indicate that the measure would have no effect.
