Validates urban growth boundary adopted by City of Woodburn.
Declares emergency, effective on passage.

A BILL FOR AN ACT

Relating to post-acknowledgment changes to comprehensive plan of City of Woodburn; and declaring

an emergency.

Be It Enacted by the People of the State of Oregon:

SECTION 1. For purposes of land use planning in Oregon, the Legislative Assembly des-

ignates as the acknowledged urban growth boundary of the City of Woodburn the urban

growth boundary designated in Ordinance 2391 adopted on October 31, 2005.

SECTION 2. This 2015 Act being necessary for the immediate preservation of the public

peace, health and safety, an emergency is declared to exist, and this 2015 Act takes effect

on its passage.
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
