SUMMARY

The following summary is not prepared by the sponsors of the measure and is not a part of the body thereof subject
to consideration by the Legislative Assembly. It is an editor’s brief statement of the essential features of the
measure as introduced.

Directs school districts to prepare and file annual reports related to students enrolled in English
as second language program.

Directs Department of Education to report to Legislative Assembly on data collected.

A BILL FOR AN ACT

Relating to reports on State School Fund expenditures.

Be It Enacted by the People of the State of Oregon:

SECTION 1. Section 2 of this 2015 Act is added to and made a part of ORS 327.006 to

327.133.

SECTION 2. (1) Each school district shall prepare an annual report that describes:

(a) The amounts that the school district expended for students in average daily mem-

bership who are eligible for and enrolled in an English as a second language program; and

(b) The progress and proficiency of students in programs funded by expenditures de-

scribed in paragraph (a) of this subsection.

(2) The report required by subsection (1) of this section must:

(a) Be filed with the Superintendent of Public Instruction each year prior to a date

specified by the superintendent; and

(b) Cover the school year ending on the preceding June 30.

(3) Prior to September 1 of each even-numbered year, the Department of Education shall

report to the Legislative Assembly on the data collected under this section. The report must

include data for the preceding two school years.
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
