SUMMARY

The following summary is not prepared by the sponsors of the measure and is not a part of the body thereof subject
to consideration by the Legislative Assembly. It is an editor’s brief statement of the essential features of the
measure as introduced.

Directs school districts to prepare and file annual reports related to amounts received from
State School Fund for students who are in poverty families.
Directs Department of Education to report to Legislative Assembly on data collected.

A BILL FOR AN ACT
Relating to reports on State School Fund expenditures.
Be It Enacted by the People of the State of Oregon:

SECTION 1. Section 2 of this 2015 Act is added to and made a part of ORS 327.006 to
327.133.

SECTION 2. (1) The Department of Education shall require each school district to pre-
pare an annual report related to amounts received from the State School Fund as provided
by ORS 327.013 (1)(¢)(A)(v)(I) for students in average daily membership who are in poverty
families.

(2) The report required by subsection (1) of this section must:

(a) Include information required by the department to provide transparency and ac-
countability of the amounts received;

(b) Be filed with the Superintendent of Public Instruction by September 1 of each year;
and

(¢) Cover the school year ending on the preceding June 30.

(3) Prior to March 1 of each odd-numbered year, the Department of Education shall re-
port to the Legislative Assembly on the data collected under this section. The report must

include data for the preceding two school years.
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
