House Bill 3301
Sponsored by Representative LIVELY

SUMMARY

The following summary is not prepared by the sponsors of the measure and is not a part of the body thereof subject
to consideration by the Legislative Assembly. It is an editor’s brief statement of the essential features of the
measure as introduced.

Requires insurer to permit naturopathic physician to determine whether naturopathic physician
is primary care provider or specialty care provider for purposes of insurer credentials. Adds pri-
mary care to definition of “naturopathic medicine.”

A BILL FOR AN ACT

Relating to naturopathic physicians; creating new provisions; and amending ORS 685.010, 750.055

and 750.333.

Be It Enacted by the People of the State of Oregon:

SECTION 1. Section 2 of this 2015 Act is added to and made a part of the Insurance Code.

SECTION 2. An insurer shall provide a naturopathic physician the choice of being cre-

dentialed by the insurer as a primary care provider or as a specialty care provider.

SECTION 3. ORS 685.010 is amended to read:

685.010. As used in this chapter:

(1) “Accredited naturopathic school or college” means [any] a naturopathic school or college

[offering] that offers a four-year full-time resident program of study in naturopathy that:

(a) Leads [leading] to a doctoral degree in naturopathic medicine[,]; and

(b) Is [such program having been] approved by the Oregon Board of Naturopathic Medicine to

meet the standards specifically incorporated into board rules.

(2) “Drugs” includes:

(a) Substances recognized as drugs in the official United States Pharmacopoeia, official National

Formulary, official Homeopathic Pharmacopoeia of the United States, other drug compendium or any

supplement to any of them;

(b) Substances intended for use in the diagnosis, cure, mitigation, treatment or prevention of

disease in a human;

(c) Substances, other than food, intended to affect the structure or any function of the body of

humans; and

(d) Substances intended for use as a component of any substance specified in paragraph (a), (b)

or (c) of this subsection.

(3) “Minor surgery” means the use of electrical or other methods for the surgical repair and

care incident thereto of superficial lacerations and abrasions, benign superficial lesions[,] and the

removal of foreign bodies located in the superficial structures; and the use of antiseptics and local

anesthetics in connection therewith.

(4) “Naturopathic medicine” means the discipline that includes physiotherapy, natural healing

processes, [and] minor surgery and primary care and has as its objective the maintaining of the

body in, or of restoring it to, a state of normal health.

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(5) “Naturopathic physician” means a person who holds a degree of Doctor of Naturopathic

Medicine and is licensed under this chapter.

Section 2 of this 2015 Act and the amendments to ORS 750.055 and 750.333

by sections 4 to 7 of this 2015 Act apply to contracts entered into, renewed or extended be-

tween naturopathic physicians and insurers on and after the effective date of this 2015 Act.
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
