SUMMARY

measure as introduced.

Approves certain new or increased fees adopted by Higher Education Coordinating Commission.
Declares emergency, effective July 1, 2015.

A BILL FOR AN ACT
Relating to the financial administration of the Higher Education Coordinating Commission; and de-
claring an emergency.
Be It Enacted by the People of the State of Oregon:

SECTION 1. For purposes of carrying out the provisions of ORS 291.055 (1)(e), the fol-
lowing fees for application by an Oregon post-secondary institution to operate under an
interstate agreement regarding the provision of post-secondary distance education, adopted
by the Higher Education Coordinating Commission and approved by the Oregon Department

of Administrative Services, are approved:

(1) Less than 2,500 student FTE.... $ 7,000
2 2,500 to 9,999 student FTE........ $ 5,000
(3) 10,000 or more student FTE ..... $ 3,000

SECTION 2. For purposes of carrying out the provisions of ORS 291.055 (1)(e), the fol-
lowing fees adopted by the Higher Education Coordinating Commission and approved by the
Oregon Department of Administrative Services, are approved:
