“(b) When the commission determines that the project described in subsection (2)(d) of
this section is completed, the commission shall reallocate any amount remaining from the
allocation made under subsection (2)(d) of this section to the project described in subsection
(2)(f) of this section.

“(c) When the commission determines that the project described in subsection (2)(m) of
this section is completed, the commission shall reallocate any amount remaining from the
allocation made under subsection (2)(m) of this section to the project described in subsection
(2)(n) of this section.

“(4) Prior to June 1, 2010, in addition to the projects listed in subsection (2) of this section, if
projects are recommended to the Oregon Transportation Commission by the applicable local area
commission on transportation after consultation with the local governments listed in this subsection,
the Oregon Transportation Commission may also approve and allocate funds to the following local
