Increases and decreases limitations on expenditures for certain biennial expenses of
specified state agencies.

Specifies that certain expenditures from state bond proceeds for benefit of public uni-
versities are not limited.

Declares emergency, effective [July 1, 2015] on passage.

Relating to state financial administration; creating new provisions; amending section 5, chapter 627,
Oregon Laws 2013; and declaring an emergency.
Be It Enacted by the People of the State of Oregon:
SECTION 1. Notwithstanding any other provision of law, the authorized appropriations
and expenditure limitations for the biennium beginning July 1, 2013, for the following agen-

cies and programs are changed by the amounts specified:

(10) BONDING.

SECTION 2. Section 5, chapter 627, Oregon Laws 2013, is amended to read:
Sec. 5. For the biennium beginning July 1, 2013, the following expenditures by the Oregon De-

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partment of Administrative Services are not limited:

(1) Expenditures from the Insurance Fund for acquiring and purchasing insurance or reinsur-
ance, allocating and collecting premiums and paying claims for coverage pursuant to statutory au-
thority.

(2) Expenditures from the Mass Transit Assistance Account for payments described in ORS
291.407 to mass transit districts, transportation districts and service districts.

(3) Expenditures of proceeds from state bonds issued for the benefit of a public univer-
sity, including a university with a governing board, pursuant to agreements between the de-
partment and a public university.

SECTION 3. Notwithstanding any other provision of law, the General Fund appropriation
made to the Emergency Board by section 1, chapter 723, Oregon Laws 2013, for the biennium
ending June 30, 2015, as modified by legislative or Emergency Board action, is decreased by
$28,654,7717.

SECTION 4. This 2015 Act being necessary for the immediate preservation of the public
peace, health and safety, an emergency is declared to exist, and this 2015 Act takes effect

on its passage.
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
