SUMMARY

The following summary is not prepared by the sponsors of the measure and is not a part of the body thereof subject
to consideration by the Legislative Assembly. It is an editor’s brief statement of the essential features of the
measure as introduced.

Directs Land Conservation and Development Commission to require local governments in which
there are communities at substantial risk of experiencing severe impact from tsunami inundation to
plan for tsunami resilience.

A BILL FOR AN ACT
Relating to seismic resilience planning.
Be It Enacted by the People of the State of Oregon:

SECTION 1. Taking into consideration tsunami inundation maps produced by the State
Department of Geology and Mineral Industries, the Land Conservation and Development
Commission shall adopt provisions by goal or rule that require a local government in which
there are communities at substantial risk of experiencing severe impacts from a tsunami to
plan and zone to minimize the impacts of tsunami inundation and to implement best prac-

tices to achieve improved tsunami resilience.
