On page 1 of the printed A-engrossed bill, line 2, after “firearms” insert a period and delete the
rest of the line and delete lines 3 and 4.

Delete lines 6 through 20 and delete pages 2 through 23 and insert:

“SECTION 1. Section 2 of this 2015 Act is added to and made a part of ORS 181.010 to
181.560.

“SECTION 2. (1) There is established within the Department of State Police the Firearms

Investigation Division. The division shall:

“(a) Assign no fewer than eight full-time equivalent officers or troopers of the Oregon
State Police to investigate unlawful transfers of firearms to persons prohibited from pos-
sessing firearms under state or federal law; and

“(b) Assign no fewer than two full-time equivalent employees to engage in public educa-
tion and outreach concerning firearm safety.

“(2) The public education and outreach described in subsection (1) of this section:

“(a) Shall include the distribution of firearm safety kits, including firearm locking de-
vices, and educational support for the distribution of firearm safety kits.

“(b) May include other public education and awareness efforts designed to promote
firearm safety and deter unlawful transfers of firearms to persons prohibited from possess-
ing firearms under state or federal law.

“(3) The department may adopt rules to carry out the provisions of this section.”.
