PROPOSED AMENDMENTS TO

HOUSE BILL 2641

Delete lines 6 through 27 of the printed bill and insert:

“SECTION 2. (1) Prior to awarding a rabbit as a prize in a contest,

drawing, sweepstakes, lottery or other similar event held within Lane

County, a person shall:

“(a) Ensure that the rabbit is provided with at least minimum care

prior to the contest, drawing, sweepstakes, lottery or other event;

“(b) Ensure that the rabbit is not chased, kicked or otherwise sub-

jected to offensive physical contact prior to or during the contest,

drawing, sweepstakes, lottery or other event;

“(c) Enter into a written agreement with every potential recipient

of the rabbit that includes:

“(A) A signed statement by the potential recipient or, if the poten-

tial recipient is under 18 years of age, the potential recipient’s parent

or a legal guardian residing with the potential recipient, affirming that

the potential recipient is aware that the potential recipient could be-

come legally responsible for providing minimum care for a rabbit;

“(B) A policy allowing the potential recipient, within six months

after the contest, drawing, sweepstakes, lottery or other event, to re-

turn the rabbit to the person without consequence; and

“(C) Valid current contact information for the person; and

“(d) Provide a rabbit care instruction sheet to every potential re-

cipient of the rabbit.
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“(2) A person commits the crime of unlawfully awarding a rabbit

as a prize if the person knowingly transfers a rabbit to another person

as a prize in a contest, drawing, sweepstakes, lottery or other similar

event held within Lane County in violation of subsection (1) of this

section.

“(3) Unlawfully awarding a rabbit as a prize is a Class B

misdemeanor.”.
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
