On page 2 of the printed bill, line 26, after “12” insert “the
opportunity”.

“(3)(a) Courses offered through an accelerated college credit program may
be supported by online resources, but a course provided exclusively online
must be supported by in-person activities targeted to improving the success
of students in the course.”.

In line 45, after “reasonable” insert “and timely” and after “enable” insert
“a school district to offer to”.

On page 3, line 1, after “12” insert “the opportunity”.

After line 3, insert:

“(4) A school district or a high school may enter into a partnership with
a post-secondary institution of education to provide courses through an ac-
celerated college credit program. If the school district or high school is un-
able to reach an agreement with the public university located closest to the
high school or with the community college that serves the high school within
60 days of beginning negotiations for an agreement, the school district or
high school may pursue an agreement with another public university or
community college in this state, regardless of any established service
areas.”.

5 of this 2015 Act, first apply to the 2016-2017 school year.”.

On page 12, line 1, delete “high school” and insert “college”.

In line 2, delete “for a college-level course” and insert “that is”.

In line 6, delete “high school” and insert “college”.

In line 19, after “textbooks” insert “, instructional materials and
supplies”.

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“(b) From a school district to a public charter school based on the per-
centage that payments are made under agreements entered into as provided
in ORS 338.155.”.
