“(b) July 1, 2016, in Douglas, Klamath, Lake, Lincoln, Morrow and
Umatilla Counties; and

“(c) July 1, 2017, in Benton, Clackamas, Clatsop, Columbia, Coos,
Crook, Curry, Deschutes, dJefferson, Marion, Tillamook and
Washington Counties.

“(3) The provisions of this section are intended to effect the gradual
phaseout of the policy provided in section 2, chapter 106, Oregon Laws
2014..
