On page 1 of the printed bill, line 20, delete “, the court shall” and insert
“and receives a downward dispositional departure under the rules of the
Oregon Criminal Justice Commission, the court may”.

On page 2, line 7, delete “24 months” and insert “a term of probation
consistent with the rules of the Oregon Criminal Justice Commission, with
mandatory participation in the program for the first 12 months of the
probationary sentence.”.

In line 8, delete “of probation.”.

Delete lines 17 through 45.

On page 3, delete lines 1 through 11 and insert:

“6) The Department of Human Services and community corrections
agencies shall cooperate with the Department of Corrections in implementing
the program described in this section.

“(7) The Department of Human Services shall submit a report concerning
the program, including program outcomes and data related to the efficacy
of the program, and which may include recommendations for legislation in
the manner provided by ORS 192.245, to the interim committees of the Leg-
islative Assembly related to the judiciary no later than January 1, 2017.

“SECTION 2. (1) In addition to and not in lieu of any other appro-

priation, there is appropriated to the Department of Corrections, for

the biennium beginning July 1, 2015, out of the General Fund, the

amount of for the purpose of carrying out the provisions
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of section 1 of this 2015 Act.

“(2) The Department of Corrections shall use a portion of the
moneys appropriated under subsection (1) of this section to fund a
full-time equivalent position for a probation officer in each county
who will supervise the participants in the program described in section
1 of this 2015 Act.

“SECTION 3. (1) In addition to and not in lieu of any other appro-

priation, there is appropriated to the Department of Human Services,
for the biennium beginning July 1, 2015, out of the General Fund, the
amount of for the purpose of carrying out the provisions
of section 1 of this 2015 Act.

“(2) The Department of Human Services shall use a portion of the
moneys appropriated under subsection (1) of this section to fund one-
half of a full-time equivalent position to coordinate the implementa-
tion of the program described in section 1 of this 2015 Act.

“SECTION 4. Section 1 of this 2015 Act is repealed on July 1,
2025.”.
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
