Permits corporation with shares that are registered under securities law of this state or under federal securities law 
to reject vote, consent, waiver or proxy authorization if shareholder has not complied with public disclosure 
requirements of securities law of this state or federal securities law. 

Authorizes Legislative Assembly to request appointment of independent counsel by joint resolution. 

Prohibits state agency from relying only upon expediency, convenience, best interest of public, general public need
or speculation as basis for finding of prejudice that authorizes temporary adoption, amendment or suspension of 
rule. 

Allows local government to inhibit or prevent production or use of seed or seed products for purpose of protecting 
seed or products that are not genetically engineered from adverse impacts of genetically engineered seed or 
products. 
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
