Insurance premium:
$3,132/year for the second lowest cost 

silver plan

Federal government covers 
majority of premiums:

$2,814/year in tax credits 

State covers COFA citizen’s 
share (2.03% of income):

$318/year

State covers COFA citizen’s share:
~$500-750/year maximum out-of-pocket, 

depending on the plan

In-network health care costs (doctor visits, 
prescription drugs, hospital visits, etc.):

Costs depend on health care use

Insurer responsibility:
Silver-level plans have 70% 

actuarial value

Federal government cost-share 
reductions:

Increase actuarial value to 94%
