EFFECT OF COMMITTEE AMENDMENT: No amendment. 

 

 

BACKGROUND: The Public Utility Commission (PUC) regulates customer rates and services of the state’s investor-

owned electric, natural gas and telephone utilities, as well as certain water companies. Senate Bill 1547 clarifies the 

definition of “public utility” to specify that the PUC does not have regulatory authority over people’s utility districts and 

electric cooperatives.
