e Seismic Rehabilitation Grant Program moved from
the Oregon Military Department to Business
Oregon in January 2014

 $30 million in grant funding from 2013-15 awarded
and under contract

e 22 schools, 13 emergency service buildings funded

be outside tsunami zone
