Analysis:

The measure modifies the annual salaries of judges of the Supreme Court, Court of Appeals, Oregon
Tax Court and circuit courts to be no less than the median salary for judges serving in comparable
positions in comparable states.

In order to determine the appropriate salary adjustments, the Oregon Judicial Department utilized the
methodology from the Public Officials Compensation Commission. The measure includes salary
increases on July 1, 2016, followed by increases on January 1 of 2017, 2018, and 2019. The amount of
General Fund in the above table assumes no changes to the current number of judges.
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
